• First began to catch on in 2004.

• 2005 “Podcast” was declared word of the 
year.



What is Podcasting?
• Podcasting is a new method of distribution that 

automates the process of digital content delivery.

• Podcasters create a podcast feed and populate it 
with digital content on a regular basis.  

• Viewers subscribe to the podcast feed with a 
podcatcher

• The podcatcher continually monitors the podcast 
feed for new content and automatically downloads 
it to your computer hard drive.



What is Podcasting?

• “A podcast is a multimedia file 
distributed over the Internet 
using syndication feeds, for 
playback on mobile devices 
and personal computers.”

What is a Multimedia file?

What are Syndication Feeds?

• Syndication feeds are a very simple and 
convenient way to receive updated items 
from Web sites that you like, so you don't 
have to go trolling around to each site to 
see what's new. Think of it as a Web page 
that does your surfing for you.

• Imagine reading 100 websites at once!



RSS = Real Simple 
Syndication

• RSS allows you to subscribe to a website 
and be notified of new or changed material.

• An RSS feed is a small file that contains the 
“meat & potatoes” of a website, just the 
posts.  

• Podcasts employ RSS to keep subscribers 
updated when new material is released.



Podcatcher

• One who “catches” podcasts.  
    AKA: RSS aggregator

• A small application that keeps track of the 
podcasts you have subscribed to.

• As long as your Podcatcher is running it is 
constantly checking your list of podcasts 
for new episodes.

• iTunes

• Fireant

What is Podcasting?

• Podcasters upload a multimedia file to the internet 
along with an RSS feed that includes a description 
of the show and links to the episodes.

• Listeners subscribe to a Podcast by entering the 
RSS feed into their podcatcher.

• The podcatcher then downloads all current and 
future episodes of the podcast onto your 
computer.

1. Record



2. Edit



3. Compress



4. Upload



4. Create a Blog



5. Post



6. Find your RSS feed

• View the page source and copy the link to 
your automatically generated RSS feed.



7. Sign up for FeedBurner



8. Burn Your Feed

• Paste your RSS feed into FeedBurner

• Generate your NEW Feed



9. Create a Link to your 
new RSS feed



10. Promote and Publish
